yo and pull off two loops) twice, yo, draw through all loops on hook.

e Cluster: (cl st) - (Yo, insert hook in ch sp, yo, draw up loop, yo and through 2 loops
on hook) three times, yo, draw through all 4 loops on hook.

e Shell: 7 dc in same stitch.

Rnd 1: Ch 3 - counts as first dc now and throughout, 17 dc in ring, join with sl to 3rd ch
of beginning ch 3. (18 dc)

Rnd 2: Ch 4 - counts as first dc and ch 1 sp, (dc, chl in next dc) around, join with sl to
3rd ch of beginning ch 4. (18 ch 1sps)

Rnd 3: Sl stin ch 1 sp, beg. clin first ch 1 sp, ch 2, *hdc in next ch 1 sp, ch 2, cl st in next
ch 1 sp, ch 2, repeat from * around, hdc in next ch 1 sp, ch2, join with sl to beg. cl. st.
