Finished Size: Approx. 9 inches square

Materials:
¥ 100% Cotton Worsted Weight Yarn
¥ Crochet hook: Size I (or size needed for gauge)
¥ Tapestry needle (for weaving in ends)
¥ Sample done with Sugar 'n Cream Cotton

Special Stitches:
¥ Cobble Stitch: tr in next sc, sc in next sc

Chain 30 loosely.

Row 1: (Rightside): Sc in second ch from hook and in each ch across: 29 sts.
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Row 2: Ch 1, turn; sc in first sc, *tr in next sc, sc in next sc* across: 29 sts.

Row 3: Ch 1, turn; sc in each st. across: 29 sc.

Rows 4-7: Repeat rows 2 &3 twice more.

Row 8: Ch 4 (counts as first dc and ch 1 sp), turn; *sk next sc, dc in next sc, ch 1* across;
dc in last sc: 14 dc and 13 ch 1 sps.

Row 9: Ch 1, turn; sc in first dc, *sc in next ch 1 sp, sc in next dc* across; 29 sts.

Rows 10-19: Repeat rows 2 & 3 five times.

Row 20: Repeat row 8.

Row 21: Repeat row 9.

Rows 22-25: Repeat rows 2 & 3 twice.

Row 26: Repeat row 2. Do not finish off.

Edging:  Ch 1, turn; sc evenly around entire dishcloth, working 3 sc in each corner; join
with slip st to first sc.Finish off, weave in ends.

Finished Size: 10 inches square

Materials:
¥ 2 oz.100% Cotton Worsted Weight Yarn
¥ Crochet hook: Size G
¥ Tapestry needle (for weaving in ends)

Instructions: Chain 41 loosely.

Row 1: (wrong side) Dc in 5th ch from hook (counts as tr and ch 1), ch 1, sk 2 chs, sc in
nxt ch, *ch 1, sk 2 chs, [dc, ch 1, tr, ch 1, dc] in nxt ch, ch 1, sk 2 chs, sc in nxt ch; rep from
* to last 3 chs, ch 1, sk 2 chs, [dc, ch 1, tr] in last ch, turn.

Row 2: Ch 1, sc in first st, *ch 1, sk nxt 2 ch sp, tr in nxt sc, ch 1, dc in base of tr just
made, ch 1, sk 2 ch sp, sc in nx tr; rep from * across, ending last sc in 3rd ch of turning
ch, turn.
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Row 3: Ch 1, sc in first st, *sk sp, [dc, ch 1, tr, ch 1, dc] in nxt ch sp, ch 1, sc in nxt sc; rep
from * across, turn

Row 4: Ch 4 (counts as tr), dc in 4th ch from hook, *ch 1, sk nxt 2 ch sp, sc in nxt tr, ch
1, tr in nxt sc, **, ch 1, dc in base of tr just made, rep from * ending last rep at **, dc in
base of tr just made, turn.

Row 5: Ch 5 (counts as tr and ch 1), dc in first st, ch 1, sk sp, sc in nxt sc, *ch 1, sk sp, [dc,
ch 1, tr, ch 1, dc] in nxt ch sp, ch 1, sk sp, sc in nxt sc; rep from * ending ch 1, sk sp, (dc, ch
1, tr) in top of turning ch, turn.

Rows 6-18: Repeat rows 2, 3, 4, and 5 three times, repeat row 2 once more.

Edging:  Ch1, 3 sc in same st, sc in ea st and ch sp across (35 sc); 3 sc in corner, work 35
sc evenly spaced down side, 3 sc in corner; work 2 sc in ea ch sp and 1 sc in base of ea st
across, 3 sc in corner, work 35 sc evenly spaced down side, join. (152 sc). Ch 1, *[sc, ch 1,
sc, ch 1] in middle st of corner, [sk st, sc in nxt, ch 1, sk st] across, rep from * around, ch
1, join. Fasten off, weave in ends.

Finished size: Approx. 9 inches..

Materials:
¥ Approx. 2 oz. 100 % cotton ww yarn
¥ Size F hook
¥ Tapestry needle (for weaving in ends)

Gauge: Rnds. 1-3: 4 1/4 inches
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Instructions: Ch 37.

Row 1: (Rightside):  Dc in fourth ch from hook and in next ch (3 skipped ch count as 1st
dc for this row only), *skip next 2 ch, dc in next ch, ch 3, work 3 dc evenly spaced into
side of dc just made, skip next 2 ch, dc in next 3 ch, rep from * across: 27 dc, 4 ch 3 sp.

Row 2: Ch 2, turn; dc in first dc and in next 2 dc, *ch 2, sc into corner of next block at
top of ch 3, ch 2, skip dc which forms base of block, dc in next 3 dc, rep from * across: 15
dc, 4 sc, 8 ch 2.

Row 3: Ch 2, turn;  dc in first dc and in next 2 dc, *skip ch 2, dc in next sc, ch 3, work 3
dc evenly spaced into side of dc just made, skip ch 2, dc in each of next 3 dc, rep from *
across.

Rows 4-14: Repeat rows 2 &3 five times, repeat row 2 once more. Do not fasten off.

Edging:  Rnd 1: Ch 1, turn; sc evenly around entire dishcloth, working 3 sc in each
corner, and ending with an even number of st; join with slip st to first sc.

Rnd 2: Ch 1, do not turn, sc in joining stitch, ch 1, *sk next sc, sc in next, ch 1 repeat
from * around. Join with sl st to first sc. (Note: if your corners curl, work (sc, ch 1) in
each of the 3 corner sc) Finish off, weave in ends.

For an alternate edge:
Rnd. 2:  Ch 1, do not turn, reverse sc in joining stitch, ch 1, *sk next sc, reverse sc in
next, ch 1 repeat from * around. Join with sl st to first sc. Finish off, weave in ends.

Finished size: Approx. 7 3/4 inches

Materials:
¥ Approx. 2 oz. cotton yarn in main color (MC) and small amount variegated (CC)
¥ Crochet hook: Size G
¥ One 1 inch plastic ring
¥ Tapestry needle (for weaving in ends)
¥ Sample done in Sugar'n Cream Eggshell and Jewels.
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Instructions: Join MC in ring with sl st, ch 1, 22 sc in ring, join to first sc; ch 1, sc in
same st as joining and in next 7 st: 8 sc.

Rnd 1: Ch 2 (does NOT count as first dc on this round only), turn, working in front loops
only dc in same st as joining, dc in nx 2 st, 2 dc in nx st, ch 2, 2 dc in nx st, dc in nx 3 st,
turn, working in remaining free loops of sc's already worked dc in nx 3 st, 2 dc in nx st,
ch 2, 2 dc in nx st, dc in nx 3 st, join to first dc (not ch 2): 20 dc.

Rnd 2:  Ch 2 (counts as first dc now and throughout), dc in nx 4 st, (2 dc, ch 2, 2 dc) in
ch 2 sp, dc in nx 10 st, (2 dc, ch 2, 2 dc) in ch 2 sp, dc in nx 5 st, join to beg. ch 2.

Rnd 3: Ch 2, *dc in ea. dc around to ch 2 sp, work (2 dc, ch 2, 2 dc) in ch 2 sp, repeat
from * once, dc in ea. dc across, join to beg. ch 2.

Rnds 4-7: Repeat round 3.

Rnd 8: Repeat round 3, at end of round on last dc, drop MC and begin CC, join to beg.
ch 2. (Note: do not fasten off MC, as you will pick it up again in a few rounds.)

Rnd 9: Ch 1, sc in same st as joining, *sc in ea. st across, working 3 sc in the ch 2 sp,
repeat from * once, sc in ea. st across, join in first sc.

Rnd 10: Ch 2, *dc in nx st and ea. st across, working (2 dc, ch 2, 2 dc) in center sc of 3
worked in ch 2 sp of previous round, repeat from * once, dc in ea. st across, on last dc,
drop CC and pick up MC, join to beg. ch 2. (Note: do not fasten off CC, as you will pick it
up again in a few rounds.)

Rnds 11-12: With MC, repeat rounds 9 and 10, end of round 12 on last dc, drop MC and
begin CC, join to beg. ch 2. (Note: do not fasten off MC, as you will pick it up again in
next round.)

Rnd 13: Repeat round 9, fasten off CC. Stop and weave in ALL ends as the next round
will close the potholder.

Rnd 14: Fold pot holder flat, matching stitches. You may find it easier to use pins as a
guide to be sure that your stitches will line up when you reach the center point. Working
through both thicknesses, join MC with a sc in first st, sc in each st across, working 3 sc
in center of point, sc in ea. st across, fasten off and weave in ends.
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
